4. Access Chair report: Isabelle Stahr Fisher



o Working on access for 2021 Seattle conference

m Davi Kallman talked with 2nd VP Roseann Mandziuk, who committed
to working with DIC to make conference accessible

o DIC plans to create a disability guide to help attendees navigate virtual and
physical conference spaces.

o Question from Peter Joseph Gloviczki: What sorts of accommodations have
been made in the past?

m Past initiatives: providing resting spots, ensuring spaces are
accessible, checking that amenities are within reach for attendees with
different mobility aids/needs

m In a normal year, the Access Chair would travel to the conference
location and do a walk through with a check list to assess accessibility of
space and location. (The 2020 walk-through was cancelled.)

m Future accessibility guide should help to alleviate issues such as not
knowing what restaurants are accessible in the vicinity, not knowing which
entrances are accessible

m Issues reported in the business meeting are addressed the by
planners the following year

m Brian Grewe shares some things he looked at as past Access Chair:
buttons for doors, grades for ramps that are carpeted, pathways, access
to elevators, whether bathrooms meet accessibility standards, presence
of refrigerators for folks who need to keep meds cold, putting in rooms of
rescue assistance on every floor.

o Comment and question from CLS Ferguson who works with panelists who are
Deaf: In years past, NCA has been good about getting interpreters, but Deaf
attendees need to decide their schedule a month in advance and they can'’t
change their mind. This year, NCA did not contact a Deaf panelist and they had
to make arrangements for interpreters and then contact NCA to request that they
get free access and reimbursement. Captioning is great but does not capture
signing. Is there any way to have interpreters on call so that Deaf attendees can
make last minute decisions to go to panels?

m This issue has been brought up repeatedly to conference planners
who argue that with hundreds or thousands of presentations it’s
impossible to have so many on call.



m For in-person conferences, there is a form on the NCA accessibility
page where people can request interpreters.

m Access Chair can schedule a meeting with 2nd VP and conference
organizer to see what changes can be made.

m NCA should not have to pay an interpreter to hang out and wait, there
are other options, e.g., on-call services.

m Access to interpreters also depends on where conference is held.

m Move to online opens up possibility of CART services, which would
only need 3-4 days notice.

m Need to look into possibility of hiring interpreters and just pay them to
be there for the day, address logistics of having 2 interpreters for sessions
that break an hour

m Need for interpreters at registration

e This issue was brought up to NCA conference organizers 2
years ago and requested an accessibility stand at registration, was
told there weren’t enough volunteers.

e Can DIC can provide people to staff accessibility stand?
Access Committee will look into this.

5. Update from Diversity Council: Brain Grewe

o This year, DC is conducting data analysis pertaining to fallout on CRTNET
and resistance to Facebook group.

o The Council likely has a later meeting slot. Check email for updates after
meeting.

o DIC co-sponsored a number of additional sessions, including 2 performance
sessions.

o Looked to suggestions from last year: How to improve approval rate for panel
discussions which was less than 50%?

m Call updated to include requirement that panel proposals identified
scope of presentation and how time would be allocated.

e Panel discussion acceptance was 60% this year

m Reviewers were asked to make it clear how papers relate to theme of
conference so that Caucus could argue for additional slots.

e Papers related to conference theme were given slight
numerical advantage.

m Recommended that next year’s planners use these strategies
o Thank you to reviewers’ pedagogical care in reviews

m Service labor happening at the same time as we were pivoting to
online

m Reviewers will receive a small thank you via email soon.
